As last week, the
possibility of rejection and failure is quite
explicitly treated - Jesus instructs the
Apostles in what to do if they are ignored.
When the Gospel simply states, “So they set
off to preach repentance...” we can imagine
all that was in their minds and hearts as they
did so. They had heard the call of Jesus, and
allowed it into their hearts: this was all they
needed to go out and speak his words.
